

Overview of replication materials for «Patterns of Regime Breakdown since the French Revolution»:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Historical Regime Dataset: The files «HRD_countryyear.csv» and «HRD_countryyear.dta» contain the regime data in country-year format. Note that there can be multiple regimes in a given country-year. Each regime is listed with its start and end dates, as well as the type of regime-end. We also include a version of the complete regime coding sheet, with notes: “HRD_COMPLETE_CODING_SHEET_WITH_NOTES.csv”.
2. The estimation data: The data used in the empirical analyses in the paper is primarily “Data_v3.dta”. This includes the regime data, as well as some core controls. “data_row.dta” is included as a source for the “Regimes of the World” (ROW) variables. Finally, we use the dataset “alt_gdp2.dta” as a source for the alternative gdp data.
